As in past years, SCCC teaching
faculty will once again have an
opportunity to participate in a
release-time initiative designed to
enable them to pursue individually-
developed projects of professional
interest. Examples of projects
previously undertaken include:
collaborative bibliographic instruc-
tion for high risk students; develop-
ment of experiments using sensitive
computer equipment; study of
success rates of students taking
CSS courses; and development of
computer-based instructional
modules. This commitment to
professional development has been
continued at SCCC through the
annual funding of two faculty
release-time projects. The
Faculty/Staff Development
Committee is now accepting
proposals for one release-time
project to be completed during the
Spring 2006 semester. The project
should address a specific program
goal to be completed within one
semester. Some examples of
program goals are: enhancing
student success and retention,
developing innovative instructional
techniques and developing innova-

tive curricula that address unmet
needs of our service region.  

Proposals should be no more than
two pages in length and should
include the items below: name of
applicant and department; title of
project; project purpose and
objectives; description of activities;
outcomes assessment of student
learning; potential value of the
project to students and the College;
and signature of supervisor. The
FSDC will select projects to be
recommended to the Dean of
Academic Affairs for a release-time
award, dependent upon availability
of funding and scheduling of
release time in conjunction with the
Department Chair. The successful
applicant will receive three credit
equivalents of release time during
the Spring 2006 semester, and will
be asked to share the project
outcomes with the Dean’s Council
in the following semester.

Deadline for project proposals is
Friday, Nov. 4. They should be
submitted to Bill Lawrence, Elston
Hall, Room 215.
