
Criminal Justice Club Constitution 
 
 
Article I Name of Organization:   Criminal Justice Club 
 
 
Article II Purpose:   To further the knowledge and understanding of the Criminal Justice 

field and to enhance the student’s knowledge pertaining to career development. 
 
 
Article III Membership:   Membership is open to any student either full or part-time, who 

has paid the student activity fee.  Mandatory dues will be decided upon by a 
majority vote of the existing members. 

 
 
Article IV Meetings:  the club shall meet twice monthly unless otherwise designated by the 

club president or advisor. 
 
 
Article V Officers: 
 President:  shall preside over all meetings and organize and direct club activities. 
  

Vice President:  help and aid the president and function as the president in his or 
her absence. 
 
Treasurer:  shall collect all club dues, submit all budget requests, and keep an 
accurate ledger of all club funds and transactions. 
 
Secretary:  shall keep the minutes of the meetings, handle any correspondence, 
and be responsible for club publicity as deemed necessary by the president.   
 
At least two of the officers must be freshmen. 
 

 
Article VI Elections of Officers:   Elections will be held yearly at the beginning of the fall 

semester, upon abdication of office, or upon impeachment by a ¾ club vote. 
 
 
Article VII Amendments and Ratification:   Amendments to the Criminal Justice Club 

Constitution may be proposed by any member as approved by a 2/3 club vote.  
Constitution and amendments will be ratified pending Student Government 
approval.
